PURPOSE:  Outline a standard 

approach of leveraging the 

spiritual domain to maximize a

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� Design a standardizing tool

� Field test and socialize that tool with WTU personnel

� Staff it with MEDCOM/AMEDD Chaplain and        

OCCH if necessary

� Staff it with WTC/MEDCOM personnel

� Once approved write an order directing WTUs to    

implement the use of the tool across the 

program
